2009 Morgan County Student Film Festival

Rules and Regulations

1. Each film must be submitted to the Oasis Center (Drop off or Mail) by 5 pm on Friday, May 9th, 2009 with a completed “Entry Form”

2. The Content of the film must be in compliance with the Film Festival Content Regulations sheet.

3. Each applicant can submit up to (4) films, but can only win 1st place once.

4. Films must be submitted on DVD format.

5. Films must have been completed in the last year.

6. Documentary and Movie Films must be no longer than 15 min. in length (This includes title and credits)

7. Films must be written, directed, and edited by students’ ages 10-19 years.

8. Students must reside in Morgan Co. although exceptions may be granted for extraordinary circumstances.

9. Teachers and other adults may assist in the process so as to increase the learning experience but writing, direction, and editing of each film must be primarily done by students.

10. All applicants will be eligible for the competition but the Festival Committee reserves the right to select the films that are to be publicly screened.

11. The Festival Committee reserves the right to make any needed changes to the Film Festival Schedule.

12. Submissions will be returned to you only if a self addressed postage paid mailer is supplied with each entry.

13. Submissions will be judged by the Festival Committee on: Creativity, Originality, Lighting, Editing Quality, Story, Special Effects/Costumes, and Audience Captivation.

14. Copyrights: All Materials used in your films must be ORIGINAL.  This includes Still Pictures, Video, and Music and all other contents.  As the Filmmaker, you will retain copyright ownership of your materials submitted.

15. Only one prize will be awarded to the best overall video in each of the categories (short film, short documentary, and PSA).

Film Festival Content Regulations:  All film submissions must be rated “PG” (Parental Guidance Suggested) by the Motion Picture Association of America (MPAA) with the exception of Drug content in the PSA category.
